Translating

Experience:
I translate Spanish>English consent forms at the rate of 3,500 – 4,000 words a day, but I have done as many as 6,500 in a long day.

I have translated many kinds of medical documents for the past 11 years, including patient information and consent forms, physicians’ reports,  pharmaceutical brochures, and related documents, such as food-drug interactions, HIPAA sheets, patients’ Bill of Rights, Grievance Committee forms, etc.

I have translated articles for publication for two doctors in Guadalajara, Mexico, on plastic surgery techniques. 

My other experience has varied widely. I have translated a Venezuelan novel (published) by Luz Stella Rozo, a manual for a polymer factory, financial reports, contracts, documents for Children of Migrant Workers in Colorado, numerous personal letters, video transcripts, police reports, information on terrorist activities, and many other types of material.


I currently translate real estate and automobile data bases into Spanish for an ad writing company in Sandusky, Ohio (AdWriter, Inc.), I regularly do English>Spanish translations for several hospitals in Grand Junction, Denver, and Montrose, Colorado, and I have worked for the University of Texas Medical Branch in Galveston. I am the English>Spanish translator for the Alexander Valley Union School District in California, and I occasionally do pro bono work for the Victims’ Advocate at the Crescent City Police Department in Florida.
Interpreting:
I was a court interpreter in Grand Junction and worked privately for a defense attorney, interviewing clients in Spanish. I also interpreted for Social Security and Workman’s Compensation hearings in Colorado.
Proofreading

Experience:
I have read proof of bilingual publications for the University of Arizona Press, Prentice-Hall (Spanish textbooks), and several translation agencies in the U.S. (Spanish to English). I have also proofed books for private authors in astronomy and literature. I currently do regular proofreading for several translation agencies in the U.S.

I can proof 15,000 – 20,000 words a day if the text is well done. If it requires “editing” as well as “proofing,” that number can drop considerably.

List available on request. I have published books and articles in both Spanish and English in the U.S., England, Mexico, and Puerto Rico, and I have given public lectures in Spanish in Mexico and the U.S.
Field work:
I worked with another paleographer translating and indexing 1,000,000 pages of official hand-written records of the Spanish government in Mexico for the years 1621-1821. This work was done in Parral, Chihuahua, Mexico, and has been published as “Archivos de Hidalgo del Parral,” available at the Library of Congress and various universities around the U.S. and Mexico.
