I am a native of South America. I was a bank officer in a Uruguayan private bank, where I was directly involved in loans, savings, real estate and management assistance. Spanish/English translation of legal documents, writing letters, interpreting in medical and hospital emergencies, banks, finance companies, car dealers and a myriad of other situations was for me, not surprisingly, an almost daily occurrence.
