    I was born in Denmark and moved to Sweden in 1971, together with my parents. However, I continued my education in Denmark and finished my secondary education at Helsingør Gymnasium in 1973. 

    Due to my passion for horses and riding, I chose to work in a factory for one year to earn enough money to buy my own horse, which I competed with and used for breeding. 
    After studying Economics from 1974-1975 I worked as a clerk at Micor AB in Laholm for 5 years. 

    In 1981 I began studying at the University of Lund to become a teacher. Between 1985 and 1990 I had various jobs as a substitute teacher, teaching at upper secondary level and teaching grown-ups at primary and secondary level. In 1991 I finally got a permanent post as a teacher at the local school, and I have worked as a language teacher since then. 

     While I was studying in Lund I also did a course in translation from Danish into Swedish, and in 1992 I did a 20-point (= 1 semester) course of German at university level. Between 2003 and 2008 I also had the pleasure of having German language assistants at the school where I worked. 
    As employment was very uncertain at the beginning of my teaching career, I decided to contact various publishers in 1987, and Bokförlaget Spektra, which specialized in non-fiction, asked me to translate the book “Grundausbildung des jungen Reitpferdes” by Reinar Klimke into Swedish. Our collaboration continued for seven years. By then I had translated 5 books, but found that I no longer had enough time, as I was also working full time as a teacher.
    On the 1st. of January, 2008, I started my own company as a freelance translator. Since then I have received quite a few assignments from BBi in Denmark, covering translations into and from Danish, Swedish and English. Most recently I have worked on a big project for a pharmaceutical company.   

    Over the years, my personal interests have lead to my having various positions of trust, amongst others as riding instructor and treasurer in the local riding club, of which I am one of the founding members, and as secretary of The Jack Russell Terrier Club of Sweden. During the holidays I often go canoeing on the Swedish lakes with my husband.

    It is never easy to describe your own personality, but if I have to make a shot at it, I would say that the words that fit me the best are: caring, conscientious, stubborn, careful linguist, who likes a good laugh!
